World Championship Finals Format Changes Notice
There will be no late round (hunt alone round) on Thursday night. Any dog that 
wins its cast on Thursday night in Round 1 will advance to Round 2 on Friday 
night. All Round 2 cast winners will advance to Round 3 on Friday (late round). 
In the event that there are four or less cast winners remaining after Round 2, 
a Round 3 will not be necessary and they will all advance to the final cast on 
Saturday night. Dog must have a total score of plus points to advance to the 
next round during any portion of the World Championship Finals. 
Potential Round 3 cast breakdowns: 

7 dogs – 1 3-dog cast, 2 2-dog casts
6 dogs – 3 2-dog casts
5 dogs – 1 2-dog cast, 1 3-dog cast
4 dogs or less – All dogs will advance straight to final cast
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
